The Council of Caulfield Grammar School is pleased to offer a limited number of Scholarships to students
eligible for entry into Year 7 and Years 9 to 11 in 2022. These Scholarships will be available to new entry
students and those currently enrolled, who are able to demonstrate excellence and achievement in the
following fields; Academic, Leadership and Service, The Arts (Performing Arts and/or Visual Arts), and Sport
(students must be competing in teams at a State or National Level). Students must demonstrate excellence
and achievement in at least three fields.

Successful applicants will receive part remission of tuition fees. Typically a8 50% concession, General Excellence
Scholarship offers will take into account parents’ financial means. Some assistance may also be provided to
students wishing to take up places in the School’s Boarding Houses located at the Caulfield Campus.

Short listed candidates will be contacted for an interview within three weeks of the closing date. Financial
information will be requested from families at this time.
