Theatre
Solo Monologue Video. Applicants are required to choose one monologue from 10 age-appropriate playscripts that 
include a range of theatrical styles and characters. To request the list of monologues, contact: 

Applicants 
are encouraged to showcase their acting and performance skills and demonstrate creativity and an understanding of 
the selected text.
